Proposal for the Nat’l Amateur
We would like to make a proposal on the way the Judges are selected for the Nat’l Amateur each year.  
We would like a vote taken on section individually, not as a whole entity 

SECTION 4 

The determination of the eligibility of judges shall be determined as follows:

(a) That the individual have judged a minimum of six (6) AKC member or licensed trials in an AKC all-age Stake of which two (2) or more have been within the last three (3) years PLUS handled an English Springer Spaniel in the US and/or Canada in at least four (4) all-age stakes in an AKC Field Trial within the last two (2) years.

SECTION 3

The method for the selection of judges for the National Amateur Championship Trial to be as follows:

Eligibility to VOTE for NATIONAL AMATEUR CHAMPIONSHIP JUDGE:
The OWNER of a dog that has placed in an Amateur Stake in a member or licensed trial that qualifies for the following Nat’l Amateur .

The Owner shall have only ONE (1) vote irrespective of the number of dogs that he or she own that earned qualifying placements.  If a qualifying dog has more than one (1) registered owner only one owner will be allowed to vote for that dogs qualification.  However, if a second (2nd) dog shall qualify with the dog having the same registered owners, then the other owner shall have only one (1) vote.
IE:

If  Bob and Jane Doe are registered owners for Spot , Duke, and Sam.  Spot gets qualified for the Nat’l.  Only one vote will go to vote for the Judge selection.  Now Duke gets qualified.  Bob and Jane doe will get another vote. (2 dogs , 2- owners). Next Sam gets qualified for the Nat’l.  NO EXTRA vote for the owners. Bob Doe can vote from Spot, Jane Doe can vote from Duke, period!

Immediately after January 30th, the Nat’l Secretary shall prepare a ballot containing the qualifying judges, AFTER which she will contact each Judge in a suitable manner to assure his/her willingness and his/her verify that he/she handled an ESS as stated above to Judge the Nat’l Amateur the following year. THE Judges shall have to March 1st to respond.  IF no response, the perspective judge will NOT be listed on the BALLOT.  The Nat’l Secretary shall send to each owner of a qualifying dog a ballot to vote for  TWO (2) judges to judge the Nat’l Amateur Championship immediately after the Nat’l Open judge selection has been finalized as to not have the same judge(s) be selected to judge both Nat’ls in the same year.
Ballots due back to the Nat’l Amateur Secretary 30 days after having been sent out. .

The two (2) judges containing the highest number of votes will be elected as our Nat’l Amateur judges for the next Nat’l Amateur Championship.  

In the event of a tie, the judge with the highest number of trials judged will be elected as the Nat’l Amateur Championship Judge!

Announcement to be made of the newly elected Judges for the Nat’l Amateur Championship to be one week following the closing date of the ballots.  (This gives a time frame of  1 week to get the acceptance of the judges) 

As it stands now each owner of a placing dog votes for  four (4) people to the selection of Nat’l Judges each year.

  We would like to change that to be the same way that the Nat’l Open proposal selects its Judges.  Let’s keep the voting consistent within our Nat’ls.
Each OWNER of a Dog that qualifies gets a vote.  (one dog, one vote no matter how many owners are listed ).
